The student athlete will remember that it is a privilege, not a right, to compete athletically for MNHS. Therefore, the student will conduct himself on and off the field remembering that he represents not only our soccer program, but also MNHS and MISD as a whole.

One More Round of Try-outs

We will have one more round of tryouts for those students involved in other sports wishing to make the team. December 1st, and 2nd we will have new players coming out to the field after school. If any of those players make the team their schedules will be changed to add 7th period soccer in the spring. All three teams will be maxed out at 18 players plus goalkeepers. Any player currently in 7th period who does not make the team will be withdrawn from 7th period in the spring to make room for the new players. We currently have 59 in 7th period.
Injuries

Please see additional information from our training staff regarding injuries and returning to play after injuries. Our training staff does a tremendously great job at taking care of our athletes.

Practices

Off-season practices will end at 2:30. Strength and conditioning is a big part of the off-season organization. This year team one has been touching the ball so that we can begin work on our game plan. We have begun tactical practices lightly. Once the teams are organized in December all aspects of the game will be introduced including set plays. 
In season practices will run through 3:40 and students will be ready for pickup immediately after that. Please be prompt in picking up your child. Should a long practice be required because of unforeseen circumstances, you will be informed well in advance. This could include missing a practice because of bad weather. Athletes are encouraged to watch the weather and anticipate to bring both flat shoes for running and cleats during inclement weather, which is approaching quickly.
Game Day Guideline
AWAY GAMES: Players are expected to ride the bus to and from games. This is part of the team bonding experience. Should your child need to leave with you, please print and fill out a Travel Release Form found on the team website. We will inform the players to call you of the anticipated return time for player pickup. All departing and arrival takes place in front of the multipurpose building. Athletes will be fed to most away games during 7th period. 
Depart time:  This will depend greatly if there’s a JV2 team against our opponent. JV2 will travel alone and JV and Varsity will travel together. We want to arrive one hour before game time. Add travel time plus one hour and that should give you a good idea of depart times. We will use the twitter account and website to give specific game depart times. Depart time is game time. Player misses the bus, he does not play for this game. Please do not drive your child expecting him to play. Should there be a problem and your child cannot make depart time, inform the coaching staff well in advance to make alternate arrangements.
HOME GAMES: Arrival time for Varsity is game time for JV. Arrival time for JV is game time for JV2. It is an expectation that each team supports the team playing at their arrival time and will then begin game warm-up during the second half. JV will arrive 1 hour before game time if no JV2 game is scheduled. JV2 will also arrive 1-hour early. Please make arrangements to feed your child during home games.
UNIFORM: Athletes will receive two uniforms (home/away), game warm-ups, socks, and stadium jacket. It is the player’s responsibility to keep track of and wash for each game. We do not have extras. If they lose it during season, they are going to have to replace or reimburse the school at the end of the year. No OTHER club or school uniform will be worn by McKinney North soccer players during game days. Please look at what your son is wearing before he heads out to a game and advice him on that. We will do our best to have a game day shirt which is to be worn to and from games. Copy of verification will be given.
Disciplinary Actions

Student athletes must know there are consequences for misbehavior in class, on the field during a game or off the field. Each violation will be handled individually and the coaching staff, with the approval of Athletic Coordinator for serious violations, will determine the fair punishment for the athlete. Violations could range from minor (forgetting gear for practice) to serious (violent behavior in game or arrest for possession of a controlled substance). The punishment could range from running after practice, game suspension, all the way up to dismissal from the program. PLEASE make a note that yellow cards for dissent of a referee’s call will be a three game suspension for first time and six game suspension for a second violation. There will not be a third time.
Illnesses

Please inform me if your child becomes ill and he is unable to participate in practice or game. It is a violation of our attendance code if students simply leave during 7th period. Players are encouraged to contact us as well in a timely manner. During season it is an expectation that all athletes are present to prepare for upcoming games. Illnesses do occur and we will understand that. This form of communication is already taking place, Thank you.
Fundraising


It is expected for athletes to participate in our major fundraiser and one volunteer day (concessions). It is the athletes who benefit mostly, so they should take part in it.
Player Expectations:

1. Dress out for every practice/game accordingly.
2. Students will remember that it is a privilege to be part of the soccer program.

3. Students must abide by MISD student code of conduct rules to remain eligible to play.

4. Respect: Each player will conduct themselves in a sportsmanship manner on and off the field and show respect to: officials, opponents, fans/spectators, teachers, and any adult figure in and off the soccer field.
5. Participate in fundraisers. 
6. Students must maintain a passing grade for all classes.

7. Students must attend mandatory tutorials as directed.

8. Students will report to the multipurpose building on time for practice and games..

9. Students will not wear uniform checked out to them by coaching staff outside of MNHS soccer event.

10. Notify coaching staff at least 24 hours of an expected practice/game miss due to other events.

11. Not Dissent the game official’s call in any form (verbal of physical).
12. Return all school issued property in a timely manner after the season and/or reimburse the school for items lost or damaged.
Parent Expectations
1. It is expected for parents to show the upmost sportsmanship at games by not dissenting to referee calls and to discourage others from behaving in an unsporting behavior.

2. Wait at least 12 hours after a competition to ask the coaching staff a question about the game’s management (sleep on it).

3. Pick up the student on a timely manner after practice/games.

4. Do not schedule a doctor’s appointment during 7th period during soccer season.
5. Contact coaching staff at least 24 hours in advance of a student’s practice/game miss due to other events. This will verify the student’s notification.

6. Turn in a Travel Release form to coaching staff before departing on away games, if the student is returning with you after an away game.
7. Participate in one form or another to be part of the MNHS soccer program by: attending games, being part of booster club, participating in fundraisers, or helping to the best of your ability to promote success of the program.
8. Verify that your athlete received certain property and assist your athlete in returning school issued property or the reimbursement of such. Any money/property owed will be turned in to school administration.
