Lesson Plans for the Week of October 27th- 31st

Wednesday, October 29, 2008
TEKS: 
8A- establish and adjust purpose for reading such as to find out, to understand, to interpret, to enjoy, and to solve problems

9C- read British and other world literature, including classic and contemporary works

8H- use study strategies such as note taking, outlining, and using study-guide questions to better understand texts

Objective: I will discuss and understand a class Shakespearean tragedy.
1)Begin class with a warm up exercise. Ask students to think of what an “ideal marriage” consists of.
             *Write students’ answers on the board

             *Lead class in a very short discussion on how these characteristics are seen in the 

               Macbeth’s marriage.

2)Begin discussion of Acts II and III of Macbeth. Discuss Act II, Scene 1.
2)Quote Note card Activity

         *Pass out a note card to each student. Have them look through Act II, Scene II and write 
           down a quote on their note card that they find interesting/that they do not quite 
           understand.

         *Then, on the note card, have the students respond to the quote for about 1 minute.
         *Next, the students pass their note cards to the person on their right. That person will read 

           the quote, read the response, and then write a response of their own on the note card. The 

           students will have about 1 minute to write a response.

         *After the minute is up, students will pass the note card to the person on the right. The 

           same process as above will be repeated. 

        *When students are through with their responses, the note cards will be returned to the 

           original students. Students will read over what others have written about their quote.

        *One at a time, students will read their quote and the responses to their quote aloud. This 

           will serve as a springboard to today’s discussion.

3)Discuss Acts II & III with students

      *Discuss with students what is going on in the scenes, making sure to answer any questions 

       they might have over the reading.

       *There will not be time to go over all of Acts II & III, so for each class ask students what 

         parts of the Act they would like to read over, parts that they might not have fully 

         understood.

       *Make sure not to go into detail over any parts that would answer the questions for 

         tomorrow’s Socratic Seminar.

        -Remind students that Shakespeare’s plays were meant to be watched, not read.
        -Show students the murder scene from the Japanese version of Macbeth entitled Throne of
         Blood.

                *Turn on the English commentary so that the students can understand how the director 

                   interpreted Shakespeare’s Macbeth

                *Discuss with students how this compares with the play 

                *Talk to students about the various elements the director used to tell the story- lighting, 

                   sound, actor’s facial expressions and movements
