Objective: Students will analyze literary elements for their contribution to meaning in Macbeth.
TEKS:
8A- establish and adjust purpose for reading such as to find out, to understand, to interpret, to enjoy, and to solve problems

Materials: Flashlights
1)Review Act III:

   1)Banquo is killed, his son Fleance escapes.

   2)Macbeth “sees” Banquo’s ghost at the banquet. 

   3)Hecate visits the 3 witches telling them that they have messed things up by telling prophecies 

      to Macbeth and that when he visits them next time, they must show him deceptive illusions 

      to make him overconfident and therefore cause his downfall. 

                 -Many believe this scene was written later and not by Shakespeare. Not necessary in 

                   understanding the play.

  4)People doubt Macbeth, and Macbeth prepares for war.

2)Macbeth has all these other things going on in his life, but he makes it a point to go see the witches. 

3)Have students read Act 4, Scene 1 aloud. Use flashlights.

    -Talk through the scene with students

    -Have students name off and discuss Prophecies while the teacher writes them on the board:
          *First 2 Prophecies in Act I:

             1)Thane of Cawdor

             2)He will be King

          *Prophecies in Act IV:

             1)Armed Head- Beware of Macduff

             2)Bloody Child- None born of a woman can harm him

             3)Child Crowned with a tree in his hand- Macbeth will not be defeated until the Birnham 

                 Wood comes to Dunsinane Hill

            4)8 Kings, the eighth with a mirror in his hand with Banquo behind him- no prophecy, 
                just an Apparition
4)Talk students through Act 4, Scene 2.

    -Point out to students literary elements:

         -Motif- birds (imagery)

5)Talk students through Act 4, Scene 3

      -Motif- manliness, birds

      -Is Macduff heroic? Leaves wife and kids when he tries to save Scotland
     -Will Malcolm be a good king? His final speech shows that he is ready.
      -Discuss Macduff’s reaction to the news of his family’s murder.
     -Foils: Macbeth v. Macduff, Macbeth family v. Macbeth family, Macbeth v. Banquo, 

                 Macbeth as king v. Malcolm as king
           *Write out the different characters who are contrasted in the play and have students list 

              out in what way they are a contrast
November 5th, 2008
Objective: Students will discuss and understand major themes and literary elements within a Shakespearean tragedy.

1)Discuss Act V, Scene 1 of Macbeth
      -Read aloud certain key passages within this text. 

      -Why is the gentlewoman afraid to report what she has seen?

      -Why might Lady Macbeth want a light by her at all times?

2)Discuss Act V, Scenes 2, 3, 4, & 5 of Macbeth
     -Short scenes, make sure students understand key lines in each scene.

1)Finish discussing Act V of Macbeth
     -Make sure that students understand how each prophecy is fulfilled

2)Motif Exercise

     -Write the following instructions up on the board:

          1)Find 2 examples of your motif in the text.

          2)Overall, what is its significance/importance in the play?
     -Divide students up into pairs and assign each pair one of the following motifs:    

     -Hand out pieces of butcher paper and markers to students.
     -Remind students of the definition of a motif: a recurring word, phrase, image, object, idea, or 

        action in a work of literature. Functions as unifying devices and often relate directly to one 

        or more major themes.

     -Tell students to look through the text and find examples of their motif. Have them write their 
       examples down on the butcher paper, as well as an explanation as to its 
       importance/significance within the play. Have students draw a picture to go along with their 
       motif.

     -Students will present their findings to the class.
